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It’s always been very natural [for me] to talk to the person on the street, to turn 
the corner that leads to who knows where. Then I come back filled with this 
excitement of wanting to take people by the sleeve and say, “Come here! You’re 
not going to believe how interesting this is!” Even as a kid, I felt that. It’s curiosity, 
coupled with the desire to encourage other people to experience that curiosity.
